STEP 1: Pull shoulder rest up. With the stock open insert bttery and reverse steps 1 and 2.

The Hop Up System

When adjusting the Hop Up

- Cleaning and Unjamming

If the gun jams stop shooting the gun. Turn the gun to SAFE and
unplug the battery. Use the jamming rod and slide down the barrel
as shown in the picture below. Only use airsoft oil or silicon oil on the
hop up and other parts of the gun.
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Takedown

The takedown process allows you to remove the barrel set for cleaning or unjamming.
To remove the barrel set pull the barrel lock bar back. This is also used to secure the
barrel when installing the barrel it will click when secure.

To adjust the Hop Up release the feed tray.
Turn the gray wheel to the left or right depending on how
the bb's are going. The best setting is to have the bb's fly
out straight or raise a foot and then dropp for max range.
If the hop is on too much the gun may jam.

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Trouble Shooting

What is the gun doing?

How to fix

Gun is making a clicking noise but not shooting.

Use a fully charged battery to unlock the gears.

The trigger is stuck and won't pull back in SEMI.

Switch the selector to FULL, fire 2-3 rounds and switch back to SEMI.

No power or noise coming from the gun.

Fuse may be blown. Replace with a 20A or 25A fuse found at
most auto stores.

Grindy/Scratchy noise when shooting.

Motor height is too high/low. Turn allen screw at bottom of motor grip
left or right until sound goes away.

Jamming or not shooting BB's.

Barrel is jammed, please check page 3.

Not working after troubleshoot.
