« Point the air rifle in a SAFE DIRECTION, take “0ff Safe” (See Step 2B) and pull the trigger. If the air rifle
does not make a popping noise after pulling the trigger, the C0z is not being discharged. In that event,
tighten the filler cap slightly and repeat cocking the bolt and firing the air rifle until there is a popping
noise, which will mean the air rifle is releasing €02 with each pull of the trigger.

« Return safety to the “On Safe” position. (See Step 2A)

NOTE: We recommend the use of Copperhead® brand Powerlet® COz cartridges. They are made to fit the
Model 1760 air rifle, Other brands of CO2 cartridges may not fit properly and if you force them into place it
may result in injury to you or damage to your air rifle. Never try to force any CO2 cartridge into or out of
place. Do not store your air rifle with a C02 cartridge in it. If you know you will not be using your air rifle
for an extended period of time, empty the C02 cartridge and remove it from the air rifle. (See Step 3A) This
is very important to remember, as it will prolong the longevity of your air rifle seals.

Step 4. Loading and Unloading Pellets

A. Loading Pellets
« Put the air rifle “On Safe”. (See Step 2A)

» Point the air rifle in a SAFE DIRECTION.

» Open the bolt by pushing the holt handle up and pulling it all the way
back until you hear two clicks. (Fig. 4)

« With the bolt in the rearward position, place one pellet, nose first,
into the loading port (breech). (Fig. 4) This is a single shot pellet air
rifle. Load no mare than one pellet ata time.

« Lightly push the pelletinto the barrel by closing the bolt and pushing
the bolt handle down to lock. DO NOT jam the olt forward. This will
damage your air rifle. /

« Be sure the boltis closed before firing. If it is not closed and fully
locked, the pellet may not be discharged.
